Keith Dewey graduated from Corning Community College with an A.A. in  

Liberal Arts.  He earned a B.A. and M.A. from Purdue University in organiza-

tional communication and journalism and mass communication and his Ph.D. in 

educational leadership from Vanderbilt University. 
 

In his 15-year career in higher education, Keith became The College of New 

Jerseyôs (TCNJôs) Director of Corporate, Foundation, and Government Support 

in 2005.  Dewey co-directs The Office of Academic Grants and Sponsored  

Research (OAGSR) within the College Advancement Division at TCNJ in  

Ewing, NJ.  In July 2006, Keith formed a Corporate Advisory Group (CAG) for 

the College, which is now going into its fourth year.  Under Keithôs direction, 

corporate giving has grown 152% from 2004 to 2008, and foundation giving has 

grown 448% during the same time period.  Prior to his employment with TCNJ, 

Keith worked in fundraising and development leadership positions at various

The Horseheads High School graduate has been a teacher for more than 30 

years. She began her teaching career in the Rochester and Buffalo areas. In 
1980, she returned to Horseheads and is in her 29th year with the Horseheads 

Central School District.  In addition to teaching, she is the districtôs department 

chairperson for Languages Other than English. 
  

Mike has received several honors during her teaching career. She has been the 

recipient of a Rockefeller Foundation Fellowship, a National Endowment for the 

Humanities Award, the Horseheads National Honor Society Teacher of the Year, 

and the Twin Tiers Outstanding Educator Award. Most recently, in October of 

2007, she was invited to participate as a Delegate of the World  

Language Educators Symposium in China. 
 

In addition to teaching Spanish, Mike is actively involved in professional  

development institutes and workshops for teachers. She has presented many 

workshops on curriculum, instruction, assessment, and technology for teachers.

William ñLewò Perdue graduated with distinction from Corning Community Col-

lege in 1970 with an A.S. degree in Liberal Arts and Sciences: Mathematics & 

Sciences. His many achievements include graduating first in his class and sharing 

Pennon Bearer honors with his roommate, William Christian Nellis III ô70. Perdue 

and Nellis were the first to ever graduate from CCC with 4.0 GPAs. Building upon 

his success at CCC, Perdue transferred to Cornell University to pursue a B.S. de-

gree and graduated with distinction in 1972. His accomplishments at Cornell Uni-

versity resulted in Perdue graduating first in his major. During his pursuit of educa-

tion, Perdue worked in a variety of positions as a sports reporter for the Elmira Star

-Gazette and as a police/fire/court reporter for the Ithaca Journal. 
 

As an avid writer, Lew is featured as a New York Times best-selling author with 

20 published books selling more than four million copies, translated into every 

major language in the world along with more than a dozen other tongues. His 

books span a spectrum of topics including thrillers, wine, technology, and the way 

in which pornography has driven the technology and business model of the World 

Wide Web. Perdue has coordinated Congressional campaigns and also worked as a 

Washington, D.C. correspondent with Ottaway/Dow-Jones and States News Ser-

vice. He has served as a columnist for Gannett, The Wall Street Journal Online, 

CBS Marketwatch, and TheStreet.Com; and also writes book reviews for Barronôs. 
 

In addition to serving on the faculties at University of California, Los Angeles 

(UCLA) and Cornell University, Perdue founded four companies including two 

technology firms, a wine company and a magazine; and has been a top aide to a 

United States Senator and a state Governor. 
 

As the founder of Pocketpass, Perdue has served in various capacities including 

Chairman, Chief Executive Officer, and Chief Technology Officer. Pocketpass, a 

transaction and phone card system, was conceived and brought to fruition by 

Perdue as he drove the vision for a series of strategic partnerships that made it the 

premier ñbrick-to-clickò payment system. He also conceived and designed Ti-

banna, the worldôs only integrated Digital Rights Management and micropayment 

system, which allows autonomous, standalone digital goods to be protected and 

sold by any method.

Ask just about anyone who has lived in the Corning, NY area for several decades 

about Lloyd Sprague, and you'll hear the same words: "fine man," "honorable," 

"good citizen," "community minded," and of course, "insurance." It was this man, 

Lloyd D. Sprague, who founded Sprague Insurance in 1921 and imbued it with the 

values and approach to doing business that have characterized the firm ever since. 

Lloyd was vitally involved in the business and community from the day he opened 

the doors until his death in 1992 at age 98. 
  

Lloyd and Iva's son, Theodore (Ted), joined the company in 1949. Like his father, 

Ted earned a reputation for honesty, integrity, industriousness and generosity. An 

active and visible rower and runner, Ted was equally on the move as a civic leader 

of many community-development and charitable efforts.  Ted and his wife, Mary 

Ann, were tireless champions for historic preservation as an economic develop-

ment engine and set an example through the business.  Sprague Insurance was one 

of the first Corning businesses to restore its Market Street storefront facade and 

highly visible interior. Under Ted's tenure, Sprague Insurance underwent another 

significant expansion with the acquisition of McCarty Insurance Agency in 1982.  
  

Ted and Mary Ann's son, Andy, joined the firm in 2000. And so it was that the 

third generation of Spragueôs took the helm.  Given the history of Sprague values 

and traditions, it is no surprise that Andy is deeply involved in the community as 

well. He serves on the boards of Three Rivers Development, Corning's Gaffer  

District, the Market Street Restoration Agency, Historic Preservation Commission 

for the City of Corning and the Rockwell Museum of Western Art. 
  

Headquartered in Corning, NY since Sprague Insurance was founded in 1921, the 

firm continues to partner with other organizations in the community.  Members of 

the Sprague team have participated on volunteer committees at Corning Commu-

nity College over the years and have supported many of the Collegeôs fundraising 

efforts.    
  

The Sprague personal values and professional traditions remain powerful drivers of 

the business today. All three generations have looked forward, sought growth, and 

served the community.
