Corning Community College provides security 24 hours a day 365 days a year by the Department of 

Public Safety.  Uniformed officers patrol the campus and conduct building inspections in all College 

buildings and public areas maintained by Corning Community College.  Officers are available to provide 

assistance to students, employees and visitors, enforce College regulations, as well as the laws of the 

State of New York.  All Corning Community College Public Safety officers maintain a NYS security guard 

certification or are currently on the NYS Police Officer registry and receive several hours of in-service 

training annually.    

Corning Community College Public Safety staff has the authority to ask a person for identifications and 

to determine whether individuals have lawful business at Corning Community College.  Certain members 

of the Department of Public Safety have the authority to make arrests for violations of local and state 

laws in addition to other associated powers defined in section 2.10 (78) NYS Criminal Procedure Law. 

Reporting Crime  

Public Safety encourages anyone who is the victim of a crime to report it to the Department of Public 

Safety.  All victims of crime will be given the opportunity to decline criminal prosecution if such action is 

desired by the victim.

Campus Crime Statistics  

In accordance with the requirements of the Jeanne Clery Disclosure of Campus Security Policy and 

Campus Crime Statistics Act (Clery Act), Corning Community College gathers and publishes statistics on a 

variety of crimes that occur on or near campus.  These crimes are ones which are reported to the 

Department of Public Safety or to other College departments.  The statistics are reported by calendar 

year, not academic semesters, complete definitions are contained later in this report.  Historical data is 

provided for comparison purposes.  In some cases, you may see a significant decrease or increase of 

offenses.  This in many cases may be due to a variety of factors including improved reporting practices.  

The Department of Public Safety strives to make our annual security report an accurate representation 

of actual crime rates at CCC.  

Requests for Crime Statistics 

The Department of Public Safety will on provide on request all crime statistics reported to the United 

States Department of Education.  Individuals make such request can also get information by visiting the 

United States Department of Education website at (http://ope.ed.gov/security).  Copies of this report 

will also be mailed to the requester’s address within ten business days of the original request.  The 

information provided will include all of the statistics that the campus is required to ascertain under Title 

20 of the U.S. code section 1092(f). 
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Confidential Reporting Process 

If you are victim of or witness to a crime and do not want to pursue action within the college’s judicial 

system or the criminal justice system, you may still want to consider making a confidential report. With 

your permission, the Dean of Students or the Director of Public Safety can file a report on the details of 

the incident without revealing your identity.  The purpose of a confidential report is to comply with your 

wish to keep the matter confidential, while taking steps to ensure the future safety of yourself and 

others.  With such information, the College can keep an accurate record of the number of incidents 

involving students to determine whether there is a pattern of crime with regard to a particular location 

method, or assailant, and alert the campus community to potential danger.  Reports filed in this mater 

are counted and disclosed in the annual crime report for the institution.   

Campus Counselors 

As a result of the negotiated rulemaking process which follows the signing into law, the 1998 

amendments to 20 U.S.C. sections 1092(f), clarification was given to be those considered to be campus 

security authorities.  Campus “Pastoral Counselors” and “Professional Counselors”, when acting in such, 

are not considered to be a campus security authority and are not required to report crimes for inclusion 

into the annual security report.  As a matter of policy, they are encouraged;  if and when they deem it 

appropriate, to inform the persons being counseled of the procedures to report crimes on a voluntary 

basis for inclusion in the annual security report.  The rulemaking committee makes the following 

definitions regarding this matter: 

Campus Pastoral Counselor- An employee of an institution, who is associated with a religious 

order or denomination, recognized by that religious order or denomination as someone who 

provides confidential counseling and who is functioning within the scope of that recognition as a 

pastoral counselor. 

Campus Professional Counselor- An employee of a institution whose official responsibilities 

include providing psychological counseling to members of the institution’s community and who 

is functioning within the scope of his or her license or certification.  

Timely Warnings 

In the event that a situation arises, either on or off campus that may constitute an ongoing or continuing 

threat, a campus-wide warning will be issued.  The warning will be issued by Public Safety through the 

college email system, MYCCC announcement, and flyers posted around campus.  
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Policy on Alcohol Use  

In order to insure the safety of students, and in compliance with NYS law, which prohibits sale, 

possession, and consumption of alcoholic beverages for any persons under the age of 21 years, the 

College does not allow alcohol use or possession by any person under the age of 21 years.  Individuals 21 

and older will be permitted to possess and consume alcohol at CCC subject to the following restrictions: 

a) The use of alcohol at Corning Community College is by special permit only  

b) The use of alcoholic beverages at Corning Community College is at all times subject to New 

State Alcoholic Beverage and Control Laws. 

c) The use of alcoholic beverages is prohibited at all student functions as established by the 

Student Government General Assembly and the Regional Board of Trustees of Corning 

Community College 

Policy on Drugs 

The purchase, possession, use, sale, or distribution of narcotic or other illegal drugs defined in article 

220 of the Penal Law of the State of New York is prohibited.  It is the belief of Corning Community 

College that the use of illegal drugs is inconsistent with the educational process.  Any person who is 

distributing illegal drugs is considered to be endangering the health and safety of the campus 

community.  Sanctions imposed as a result of the Corning Community College’s drug free policy include 

but is not limited to; arrest, fines, community service, suspension, or separation from the College.  

Policy on Sexual Based Offenses 

Corning Community College is committed to the maintenance of a physically and emotionally safe 

environment in which all students have the opportunity to achieve academic success.  The College will 

not tolerate any acts of rape or other non-consensual sexual activity. The College strongly encourages 

the reporting of all acts of sexual misconduct.  In addition to reporting the incident to the Department of 

Public Safety, victims may also elect to report such incidents to the Dean of Students.  Processing of the 

complaint will begin immediately once it is reported. 

Sex Offender Registry 

Persons seeking to obtain sex offender registration information may contact the Steuben County or 

Chemung County Sheriff’s Office for offenders registered in those counties.  Information on high risk sex 

offenders (level 3) can be obtained from the New York State Department of Criminal Justice Services 

(DJCS) sex offender registry.  The registry can be reviewed on the Internet at 

http://criminaljustice.state.ny.us/nsor or by contacting the NYS DCJS at (518)457-6236.

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Definitions of Clery Act Terms 

Hate Offences: Reported occurrences that manifest evidence of prejudice based on race, religion, sexual orientation, gender, 

disability, or ethnicity (hate crimes). 

Murder and non-negligent Manslaughter: The willful (non-negligent) killing of one human being by another. 

Negligent Manslaughter: The killing of another person through gross negligence. 

Forcible sex offenses:  Any sexual act directed against another person, forcibly and/or against that person’s will; or not forcibly 

or against the person’s will where the victim is incapable of giving consent. 

Forcible Rape- The carnal knowledge of a person, forcibly and/or against that person’s will; or not forcibly or against 

the person’s will where the victim is incapable of giving consent because of his/her temporary or permanent mental 

or physical incapacity (or because of his/her youth). 

Forcible Sodomy- Oral or anal sexual intercourse with another person, forcibly and/or against that person’s will; or 

not forcibly or against the person’s will where the victim is incapable of giving consent because of his/her youth or 

because of his/her temporary or permanent mental or physical incapacity. 

Sexual Assault With An Object- The use of an object or instrument to unlawfully penetrate, however slightly, the 

genital or anal opening of the body of another person, forcibly and/or against that person’s will; or not forcibly or 

against the person’s will where the victim is incapable of giving consent because of his/her youth or because of 

his/her temporary or permanent mental or physical incapacity. 

Forcible Fondling- The touching of the private body parts of another person for the purpose of sexual gratification, 

forcibly and/or against that person’s will; or not forcibly or against the person’s will where the victim is incapable of 

giving consent because of his/her youth or because of his/her temporary or permanent mental  incapacity. 

Non-forcible Sex Offenses: 

Incest-  Non-forcible  sexual intercourse between persons who are related to each other within the degrees wherein 

marriage is prohibited by law. 

Statutory Rape-  Non-forcible sexual intercourse with a person who is under the statutory age of consent. 

Robbery: The taking or attempting to take anything of value from the care, custody, or control of a person or persons by force 

or threat of force or violence and/or putting the victim in fear. 

Aggravated Assault:  An unlawful attack by one person upon another for the purpose of inflicting severe or aggravated bodily 

injury. This type of assault usually is accompanied by the use of a weapon or by means likely to produce death or great bodily 

harm. Simple assaults are excluded. 

Burglary: The unlawful entry of a structure to commit a felony or a theft. Attempted forcible entry is included. 

Motor Vehicle Theft: The theft or attempted theft of a motor vehicle. A motor vehicle is self-propelled and runs on the surface 

and not on rails. Motorboats, construction equipment, airplanes, and farming equipment are specifically excluded from the 

category. 

Arson: Any willful or malicious burning or attempt to burn, with or without intent to defraud, a dwelling house, public building, 

motor vehicle or aircraft, or personal property of another.
